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1.  Die cut one GIFT CARD HOLDER and one ANCHOR STRIP from chosen material. (Cardstock or thick patterned paper is 
recommended)

2. Add a strong adhesive to the top of the base tab.
3. Fold the base tab under and adhere it inside a card (card not included on the die) so that the fold of the GIFT CARD 

HOLDER is aligned in the fold of the card. The minimum card size to hide the Gift Card Holder is A2 4.25” x 5.5”

4. Fold the GC Holder at the top fold so that the two long tabs are behind the holder and are visible through the cut-outs as 
shown.

5. Fold the base tabs up.
6. Apply a strong adhesive to the TOP of the folded base tabs. Important: Look carefully at the photo. There is no adhesive on 

the backs of the tabs. The tabs are not stuck down in this step. Notice that the adhesive is on the TOP of the tabs. 

7. Carefully close the card and press it against the sticky tabs. This will adhere the tabs to the opposite side of the card in the 
proper position.

8. Open the card and notice how the tabs are stuck into the proper position on the opposite side of the card. Carefully press the 
back half down into an arch shape until the back fold is resting on the card and the card is open fully flat on the table.

9. Add a strong adhesive to the ends (only the ends) of the ANCHOR STRIP. 
10. Turn the Anchor Strip over so the adhesive is on the bottom and then carefully slide the strip under the arch itself, but over 

the arch’s base.

11. Slide the anchor all the way to the right until it is butted up next to the fold of the arch (Make sure that the card is open fully 
flat for this step and the arch is open nice and tall) and then press the end down, adhering the Anchor Strip to the card.

12. Press the other end down to adhere it. The ANCHOR STRIP is stationary, but the base of the arch will slide freely under-
neath the Anchor Strip as the card is opened and closed.

13. Slide a Gift Card behind the “FOR YOU” letters and into the slots to secure it. No adhesive is needed for the Gift Card.

14. When adding decorations inside the card, such as patterned paper, the paper can cover the glued-down feet of the tabs, but 
cannot extend past the folds of the feet.

15. Optional decorating idea: cut a second Gift Card Holder in a coordinating color and cut on the perforated lines to remove the 
thin decorative frame.

16. Trimmed frame.
17. Glue the frame in place around the gift card.

18. The pop-up can also be used as a billboard. Use the label frame portion of the die to cut a photo to fit the holder.
19. When gluing the photo in place, add the adhesive to the pop-up itself (on the “For You” letters and the background) and then 

stick the photo to it. This avoids having uncovered adhesive on the back of the photo that could interfere with the pop-up 
operating smoothly.
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
